Letters of Recommendation:   As a part of the admissions process, we are requesting two letters of 
recommendation for each applicant.   One letter should be written by a former teacher and the other 
written by a parent or guardian.  These letters must be included with this registration packet.  We 
would like the opportunity to know and understand our students before the interview process.  The 
reference letters will give us further insight into the student that an application cannot provide.  
 
Admissions Essay:  Applicant must complete Essay #1 and choose either #2 or #3 to be included in the 
registration packet. 
 

1)  Let’s set the stage: Imagine you have just peeled the sticker away from your McDonald’s french 
fry container and you have just gotten Boardwalk, AND, you already have Park Place.  It hits you 
like a ton of bricks that you’ve just won the big prize of $1,000,000.00!  Now, what do you do?
